ACADEMIC FLAG: CLASS ATTENDANCE CONCERN

Student has not been attending class regularly,
is tardy frequently, and/or is not meeting
expectations for class attendance.

ACADEMIC FLAG: LOW AVERAGE IN COURSE

Student has multiple low scores on tests,
quizzes, and assignments, and/or their
average is below a C.

ACADEMIC FLAG: AT-RISK OF FAILING

Student's course grade or overall performance
is putting them in danger of failing the course.

ACADEMIC FLAG: MISSING/LATE ASSIGNMENTS

Student's missing and/or late assignments
jeopardizes their success in the course.
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
